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Personal Protective Equipment Hazard Assessment
The PPE Hazard Assessment form can be used to determine the required PPE by identifying hazards to the employees performing the task(s). The form is grouped according to the body part requiring PPE. The form can serve as a written certification of the PPE Hazard Assessment.
Instructions:
1. Perform a walkthrough of the work area, evaluating the task(s) or job to be performed. Identify hazards that the employee may be exposed to while performing the work activities or while present in the work area
2. Describe the hazards that are present
3. Eliminate the hazards using substitution or engineering controls, if possible
4. If the hazards cannot be eliminated or controlled without the use of PPE, then indicate which type of PPE will be required to protect the employee from the hazard
a. PPE alone should not be relied on to provide protection against hazards. It should be used in conjunction with guards, engineering controls and good operating practices.
b. When selecting PPE, ensure that a greater level of protection than the minimum required to protect the worker from the hazard is selected
c. Fit the worker with the PPE and give instructions on its use and care. It is important that employees be made aware of all warning labels for and limitations of the PPE
5. Complete the following fields on the form
a. Name of the workplace
b. Type of Job or Task being evaluated
c. Name of person certifying that a workplace PPE hazard assessment was done
d. Date the PPE hazard assessment was performed
